Responses
As of March 4th I have received 35 letters or emails regarding
the current situation. Those who provided a written response
have had their comments posted on the web site (address on the
front page). I encourage you to go there and read what others are
saying.

In attempting a summary of the suggestions it would appear that
there are strong feelings directing us to disband the Chapter or
to pull together and try to correct the problem and move for-
ward. The majority of comments have directed the local alumni
to assist the Chapter and move forward. This heartens me to see
that the general wish you expressed is to forgive (but not forget)
and set standards and treat the remaining members with dignity
and respect.

Certainly those members involved in the incident are having to
accept responsibility for their actions. They have secured an
attorney and they stand apart from the Chapter in facing the
consequence of their action. No SPAA or Chapter money is
being used in their behalf.

I am also pleased to have received financial support to assist in
this effort. In particular I want to thank Doug McBride 1974 for
his contribution, which was both significant as well as symbolic
of his desire to help restore HIS fraternity.

A Letter from the Texas Beta Chapter
Dear Alumni Brothers,

     In the past three months, our Fraternity has undergone unfortunate
circumstances. Although we accept full responsibility for the actions displayed
on December 5th, we refuse to let these actions serve as a scapegoat to the
demise of the Texas Beta Chapter. WE are currently working harder than
ever to pay restitution, put this matter behind us, and make you proud of
being a member of our beloved Fraternity.

  Many steps have been taken to try and accomplish this in the past couple of
months. All parties involved have gotten proper legal council, and turned
themselves in. The District Attorney is prosecuting these individuals, not the
Fraternity. Secondly, the Fraternity has self-imposed community service

   hours on all undergraduate members, not only for allowing this to happen,
but to show the community that we are a benefit to society. As of early March,
we have accumulated over 150 community service hours for Habitat for
Humanity, South Plains Food Bank, and several soup kitchens in Lubbock. In
accordance with guidelines handed down from Texas Tech, alcohol has been
strictly prohibited from all Fraternity events for a sex month, probationary
period. We have also held a meeting with a representative from our National
headquarters, they has ensured us that we are on the right path to remedy our
current situation.

     Finally, we have met with some of our alumni members to discuss what we
can do in the future to ensure nothing like this ever happens again. We would
like to cordially invite you to share in this process, as some of your fellow
alumni already have. We will be attending the alumni luncheons each month to
provide further opportunity to gather input from you all.
